Bob�s wife, Mary Anne, will speak in 
his place since Congress is in session. From 
1993 to 1998 Bob represented the Fourth 
District. He was elected again to Congress 
in 2004 and to a �fth term overall in 2006. 
He serves on the Science & Technology 
Committee and is ranking member on the 
Energy & Environment Subcommittee. He 

also sits on the Foreign Affairs Committee 
and co-chairs the House Hydrogen and Fuel Cell Caucus. He 
and Mary Anne have �ve children and live in northern Green-
ville County.
